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Minutes of First Cabinet Meeting

Campbellton, NB September 19, 2010
The meeting was called to order at 11:00 a.m. PDG Frank Sullivan led the singing of the Star Spangled Banner and Lion Dale Carter led the singing of O Canada, followed by a moment of silence for deceased and sick members of the Lions family and World Peace. DG George led the Lions Invocation.

Motion to approve the agenda, by PCC Sonny seconded by Lion Mike Menzies. CARRIED.    

District Governor George is off to a busy start. He is enjoying seeing what District N-1 Lions are doing in their clubs. He emphasized that we need to promote Lions and the work we do in our communities.

The Head Table consisting of First Vice District Governor Gerry, Second Vice District Governor Stewart, King Lion Jason Mann, Councillor Stephanie Englehart, CST Norah and District Governor George was then introduced.

Councillor Englehart welcomed the Lions to Campbellton on behalf of Mayor MacIntosh and the six members of City Council. She appreciated the work of the Lions, working in and for this community. DG George presented Councillor Englehart with his DG Banner.

PDG’s Rod, Denzil, Kevin, Sonny, Frank, Boyd, Luke and Jan were recognized in attendance. No Leos, Lioness, Lionettes were in attendance.

King Lion Jason welcomed the Lions to Campbellton on behalf of his Club. He hoped everyone had a great time last night and thanked his committee, particularly Lion Luc as chair, for a job well done. He wished for all Lions to have a great year.

First Vice District Governor Gerry is planning to be the best vice District Governor he can be, and pledged to help DG George with anything he needs. His goal is to increase attendance at Cabinet meetings and congratulated DG George for choosing to hold this meeting in Campbellton. He said that if other Lions had known what a great time we had last night, more would be here today!

Second Vice District Governor Stewart thanked the Lions for their support. He will support the DG and First DG all year and wants to see attendance increase at Cabinet meetings. He issued a Challenge to Lions: to bring another Lion to the next cabinet meeting – from another club!

Motion by PDG Boyd, seconded by Lion Susan Sangster, to approve the DGO minutes. CARRIED.

Moved by PDG Denzil, seconded by Lion Terry Brown, to approve the minutes of the third Cabinet Meeting 20100207. CARRIED.

CST Norah presented the year to date financial statement of revenue and expenses as of Sept. 18, 2010. Motion to accept the year to date financial report by Lion Dale C., seconded by Lion Paul Matheson. CARRIED. CST Norah presented the revised Budget for the year, using current membership data, and increasing Convention, Speakout, and misc expenses. Motion made by PCC Rod, seconded by Lion John Murray to accept the Revised Budget for 2010-11. CARRIED. CST Norah will have the books to Lion John asap for the Audit.
DG George presented correspondence from the NB Public Library Service. The NBPLS wants to collaborate with Lions Clubs to provide resources in Public Libraries to people with visual impairments. PCC Sonny requested a copy for all clubs. (See attached)

Lion Doug Small gave a terrific presentation on Public Relations, which seemed to be the theme for the day. DG George noted, in thanking Lion Doug, that this was part of IP Sid’s Beacon of Hope theme for this year.

19 Clubs, 8 PDG’s and a total of 75 Lions answered Roll Call.

Lunch break 

Youth Chair PDG Luke encouraged Clubs to participate in the Peace Poster Contest. He reported that Nashwaaksis Lions have 37 youth signed up to form a LEO Club in Leo Hayes High School, Fredericton! Lions Quest is being promoted again by LCIF. PDG Luke suggested finding a teacher at your local school soon, to begin the process for a Speakout.

LCIF N-1 Coordinator CST Norah reminded Clubs to donate funds to LCIF. She stated that our Clubs have received support from LCIF for many projects because other clubs have donated money. Clubs have to donate to keep the cycle going, so that big projects can be undertaken that a Club can’t afford to do alone. Remember, when you ask for LCIF to help, some other clubs donated that money for your project.

LFC Director PCC Sonny is going to the Foundation in October. Contact him with issues and concerns to bring to the Directors’ meeting. DG George made sure everyone was aware of Rexton’s success with their Dog Walk, ranking #10 in Canada last year. He and Leigh-Ann are caring for a Foundation Dog until it can be returned to LFC.

LFC Chair PCC Rod advised that Award information is available on Line, and today. He has merchandise for sale. LFC has arranged for memorial donations to the Foundation to be available at Funeral Homes.

PDG Boyd, Ron Evans Bursary Chair, announced that a Portage client, Gabriel Samuelson, from PEI received a $1000.00 bursary. He will be attending UNB.  The Fund stands at $17,424.12. 

Lion Arline Hachey, Sight Conservation Chair told the Lions that CNIB needs volunteers as well as donations, and to consider helping at the local CNIB projects. 

Lion Susan Sangster, Newsletter asked Lions to write to her about Club Special Events, and to PLEASE send photos in .jpeg format, with all people in the photo identified. 

Lion John Murray spoke about his new son-in-law who has 3 high school friends who attended at Portage – and his son-in-law is a Prospective Lion because of the work Lions do with Portage.

Lion Terry Brown will be delivering the books from the District to Portage this week.

PCC Kevin, Zone Chair Liaison, met with 6 Zone Chairs and reports that the ZCs are eager to take on a larger role to help the District and the District Governor. Reports are on file.

Lion Harold Borden, Cavalcade Chair, reported that 25 clubs donated, 22 clubs participated and 9 individual donations were received, as well as the donation from St. Mary’s Giant Bingo. He thanked Lions Darrell and Elizabeth for putting together a great event, including the Parade, silent auction and a delicious roast pig at the 2009-10 Cavalcade. Funds of $24,111.25 were delivered to the CST. To date, the Lions of our District have raised $540,798.32 for the CDA. He asked Lions to support Diabetes Awareness Day on November 13, 2010. He has kits available. He also noted that there is difficulty for Lions and for CDA staff with the usual Cavalcade date, and asked that this information be passed to Lion Frank Carroll. (done)

PCC Rod announced that the Harry Newman Pins from his year as DG have finally arrived and he will arrange for the recipients to get their pins.

IVDG Gerry thanked the Leadership co-Chairs, Lion Doug and Lion Don for their Public Relations Presentation, and thanked Lion Larry as well.

Lion Dale reported that the Convention Committee would be sending out information on our District Convention shortly.

DG George advised that we have 2 candidates for International Director, PCC Bev and PCC Rod. We have to elect one Candidate at the District level to run at the Multiple District level, (Election at MDN in 2013) in order to present a Candidate for International Director in 2015 at the International Convention. Moved by PCC Kevin, seconded by PDG Denzil, that the Election of a Candidate to run at the Multiple District level shall be held at the Spring District Convention in April 2011. CARRIED
Lion Susan asked that this issue be referred to Constitution & Bylaws to include the ruling that our election of a candidate shall be held at the District N-1Annual Convention 2 years prior to the Multiple District Election for an International Director Candidate.

PDG Jan spoke about the “Art of Recognition” and asked the District Lions to consider holding an event during our Annual Convention to recognise achievements and present awards. She stated that the fall of the new Lions year is too late to recognize the outstanding efforts made, and that the event was lost in a regular Cabinet Meeting, and takes away from the new District Governor’s effort in his or her year. There was no genuine celebration of the outgoing DG or the incoming DG. The discussion generated by PDG Jan’s words was enthusiastic. PDG Jan moved that “A Committee be struck to organize a celebration to recognize the District Governor and welcome the New Year at the Annual Convention”. Seconded by PDG Denzil. CARRIED. DG George and Lion Jan will set up the committee and liaise with the Convention chair.

KL Jim Aucoin asked about specific donations to Pakistan relief through LCIF. LCIF Chair Norah responded that the donation can be made online (In USD$) and directed to Pakistan relief, and that the paper donation forms are on the table with other LCIF material.

DG George presented Lion Luc with his DG Pin and thanked him for a terrific job organizing a great Social and Cabinet meeting. 

DG George advised the Cabinet, Zone Chairs and PDGs that there is a Club Excellence Training Workshop led by ID Terry Graham, which will be held at Riverview Lions Club on October 16. This workshop includes the Cabinet of District N-2. The time will be 10 am to 4 pm. There will be an announcement sent to the Invitees. 

DG George advised that Lions Stewart, Heather, Norah, Rod, Bev, Carl and he would be attending the USA/Canada Forum in Madison Wisconsin September 23rd -25th.  

Moncton Lions Club is hosting their Steak Dinner on October 26. Enjoy a 12 oz T-bone or Rib Dinner and listen to the District Governor. Contact Lions Eric Hussey or Brian Kingston for tickets and details.

CST Norah announced that Current Dues are coming in. If you have been billed for dropped members, it is because LCI has not received your club membership changes.
